Koloko is the definition of a role player. Offensively he sets screens, rolls to the basket and crashes the offensive glass. Whenever touching the ball outside of the key Koloko immediately looks to pass or work in a dribble hand off. As a playmaker he started the game off with a high-low entry pass that resulted in a layup but also had a bounce pass tipped away and has a very slow handle. In the post he did not display the footwork or touch to operate as a low post scorer and does not attempt any three point or midrange shots. Where Koloko shines is on defense. He had three blocks but more importantly his length and quickness make him a deterrent in the paint. UCLA’s smaller guards such as Tyger Campbell had an extremely difficult time even getting shots up at the rim. He even showed the ability to switch onto guards/wings as he defended Jaime Jaquez in isolation forcing a contested, fall away jump shot. He did struggle at times guarding more technically sound post players as Jaquez’s up and under and shoulder fake moves did get Koloko up in the air but overall his athleticism makes him a force defensively.

Final Thoughts

Koloko is a limited player but one that offers value in key areas such as rim protection and screen setting. His presence in the key forced UCLA into tough shots. As a screen setter he allows guards such as Krissa or Mathurin to get open or have a big role man heading towards the basket for high entry passes. Without a real offensive game his draft stock is likely capped towards the middle of the second round. He has value for teams that need a rim protector and rebounder to reinforce their bench unit but he doesn’t space the floor or offer too much upside as he will be 22 by the time the draft rolls around.
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
